Search for alums using Advanced Search (Click on ‘Advanced’ next to the search box)

e Check “University of Washington - Foster School of Business MBA Program (Official Group).”
(This is the easiest way to find the most active alums)

e Search by adding other keywords and criteria such as company, title or location

e For deeper searches, try searching on “Foster” or other school name options instead of group
membership — just be sure to curate the results.

e Torequest a connection, send a customized add request explaining why you want to connect
with them, and provide your contact information.
