Academics:

Semester long exchange students must take a minimum of 30 ECTS credits (roughly four courses) to 

meet Danish visa regulations. Fall term course info is updated each April.   

 

ECTS is the “European Credit Transfer System”.  Credit equivalencies are as shown: 

13 ECTS = 10 UW credits                            16 ECTS = 12 UW credits 

19 ECTS = 14 UW credits                            21 ECTS = 16 UW credits 

 

Students may transfer up to 16 credits (21 ECTS) toward their UW MBA degree. Check with the UW 

MBA Program Office to determine your overseas course load.

This 6-week summer program offers students the option of completing the equivalent of a half 

semester (15 ECTS or 11 UW credits) in a multicultural environment.  A full load will consist of two 

courses.  Courses may be limited.

CBS helps incoming students find housing, as long as they apply by the application deadline. This 

deadline will be provided by CBS via email and is typically in May. The application process is on a  

 

first come, first served basis, so do not be disappointed if you do not get your first priority. Please 

note that because of acute lack of sufficient student housing in Copenhagen, CBS cannot guarantee 

to fulfil all requirements.  Applications received after the deadline will be processed, but CBS cannot 

guarantee that housing will be found. Accommodation prices are available at the above website.  

Housing rates have risen drastically and relatively few places are available at the cheaper end of the 

scale.  Some shared rooms are available at lower rates.

Language classes 

do not count toward UW MBA elective credits.
